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Three Island Crossing State Park: Located at 1083 S.Three Island Park Dr., Glenns Ferry, ID
83623, this park offers several walking trails, including the 1.9-mile Three Island Crossing Loop,
which provides scenic views of the Snake River and the historic Oregon Trail crossing. The park
contains a visitors center that includes the Oregon Trail History and Education Center and gift shop.
There is a short (less than 400 yards) walking or biking trail near the RV service area that leads to Y
Knot Winery.

Y Knot Winery: Situated at 370 S. 1st Ave., Glenns Ferry, ID 83623, the winery is less than %2 mile
west of the state park. The recreational trail starts at Three Island State Park, meanders through the
Y Knot Vineyards winery, and eventually ends in the downtown area.

Historic Opera Theatre: Located at 148 E. Idaho Ave., Glenns Ferry, ID 83623, this historic venue
is about 0.5 miles north of Y Knot Winery and approximately 2 miles from Three Island Crossing
State Park.

The recreational trail connecting these locations offers a pleasant route for walking or biking,
allowing you to explore the natural beauty and historical sites of Glenns Ferry.
